101, 105, 201, 205 = 4 HU credits
103, 104, 106, 107 = 2 HU credits
225, 226 = 3 HU credits

118 = 1 AP credit

Explanation:

The standard sequence in World Languages is 4 four-credit classes: 101 – 105 – 201 – 205.

In the Colleges we have the same sequence broken up into 2 credit courses, this simply means that it takes students twice as long to complete the sequence.  These courses are good options for students who do not have time in their schedules for a 4 credit course but could squeeze in a 2 credit class.  

103 + 104 = 101
106 + 107 = 105

Students who have completed two years of college-level study (or the equivalent as determined by the UW System placement exam, AP exam score or CAPP credit), are eligible for the composition and conversation classes (225 and 226).  

118 is an additional course which students can take for additional practice, it does not fulfill language requirements for transfer purposes.


More details:

Italian: only 103-104 is available (low enrollment precludes adding the remainder of the sequence)
German: is taught via Compressed video by Tim Holian from Waukesha.
Chinese: only 101-105 is currently offered at Fox
Spanish: Full sequence is offered and Independent studies are available for students who “top out”.  Students in 101 and 105 should be encouraged to enroll in 118.  118 is not a stand-alone class; it is intended for students already enrolled in 101 and 105.

NOTE: Students with CAPP credit place into 225/226.  Spanish-speakers also should enroll in 225/226.
