What is the ACT?

The ACT Assessment ® is designed to assess high school students' general
educational development and their ability to complete college-level work. The tests
cover four skill areas: English, mathematics, reading, and science.

Who requires the ACT?

All Wisconsin colleges and universities use the results of standardized tests in the
evaluation of freshmen applicants for admission. The ACT is preferred, however,
students will not be disadvantaged in the admission process by taking the SAT rather
than the ACT. (Wisconsin Technical Colleges require the Accuplacer but will also accept the ACT)

When should | take the ACT?

To apply for college early, it is recommended that the ACT or SAT | be taken in the
spring of the junior year in high school or summer prior to your senior year. Have the
official results sent to the institution(s) you may like to attend.

Should | study for the ACT?

YES!!! Start now and continue to practice until you take the test. Statistics prove that
each time a student takes the ACT their score improves by one point each time. The
more you practice, study and prepare, the better your chances will be in getting
admitted into your dream college!
