Type of CD Copying

Direct Disc Copy
Direct copies from a CD-ROM or DVD-ROM to the target recorders can be made simply and easily. The copy engine has been designed to always replicate the source disc geometry. A Disc at Once will remain Disc at Once, with the exact track and gap layout. Particular effort has been also made to the Audio Extraction and Recording functions. 

Data CDs

Data CDs can easily be created using this application. This mastering supports formats in ISO-9660 and Microsoft Joliet. 

How to do a Disc Copy

The following procedure is for copying a disc directly from another drive, either a CD-ROM, DVD-ROM or an unused recorder. If you do not want to copy directly because a reliable and fast source CD drive is not available, you may select the CD Recorder as both the source and target drive. Also, you may choose to copy to a temporary image file first, to avoid any possible buffer underruns from a slow CD-ROM.

1. Start menu >> Programs >> Sony CD Extreme.

2. You will now be presented with the Starter. Select the Disc Copy option.

3. If you are not seeing the options described above, select CD Extreme Starter from the File menu.

4. You will now be presented with the Disc Copy screen. On the top of the screen, in the Reader section, put the source CD in the top CD/DVD drive.

5. On the bottom of this screen, in the Recorder section, put a blank CD in the drive. (You can get a blank CD from Dale or me if it is a work-related copying.)

6. Set the speed (if you select a speed that the recorder does not support, it will default to the immediate lower one), and the action: Test Only, Test and Record, etc.

7. Press the Record button to begin the Disc Copy.

How to make a Data Disc
1. Start menu >> Programs >> Sony CD Extreme.

2. You will now be presented with the Starter. Select the Data Disc (CD-ROM) option.

3. If you are not seeing the options described above, select CD Extreme Starter from the File menu.

4. In the Data Disc window, you will be presented with the ability to select the files and folders you wish to record. This is done by selecting the Add File and Add Folder option, and selecting the proper files or folders from your hard drive. 

5. If you need to remove the file or folder from the list, select on it and then click the Delete button.

6. Put a blank CD in the bottom CD drive (SONY CD Drive).

7. Set the speed (if you select a speed that the recorder does not support, it will default to the immediate lower one), and the action: Test Only, Test and Record, etc.

8. Press the Record button to begin the recording.

Troubleshooting

1. If the copying task was terminated, get another blank disc and perform the task again. Sometimes you might get a defected disc but sometimes it is due to the copyright protection. 

2. Once the blank CD is used, it may not be used again, unless you have a CD R/W type of blank CD.
