What’s New in PowerPoint 2007
The goal is not to show you how to use PowerPoint, but show you how to find the tools that you used to use in the new version of Office. 
More Templates
Go to Office button > New > choose any template style you like. Or you can download some of them online.
New Publishing Features
You can publish your PowerPoint files with several options: CD, slide library, handouts, or create one for a group project. 
Slide Layout
There is no separate slide layout for bulleted list and objects. If you want to add a new slide with title and bulleted text, just choose “Title and Contents”. Note that the text box is now an object, so you can rotate it using the rotating handle.
Better Drawing Options	 
Various shapes and buttons for different purposes. Objects can be arranged with specific alignment style. (Home tab> Drawing > Arrange > choose any position)
Convert Text to SmartArt
Convert bulleted text to a SmartArt graphic to visually communicate information. (Home tab > Paragraph > Convert to SmartArt > choose any style)
More Paragraph Features
More Text Direction options and better text align features. (Home tab > Paragraph > Text Direction or Align Text)
New Illustrations Features
Create a presentation based on a set of photos. (Insert tab > Illustrations > Photo Album)  You can modify how each slide/photo should be presented.
There are more shapes for you to use.  After inserting a shape, or object, double-click to modify its style, color and other options. (Insert tab > Illustrations > Shapes > choose any shape)
Page Setup
Slide can have either Portrait or Landscape orientations. (Design tab > Page Setup > Slide Orientation)
Design Themes
PowerPoint 2007 themes replace design templates (design template: A file that contains the styles in a presentation, including the type and size of bullets and fonts; placeholder sizes and positions; background design and fill color schemes; and a slide master and optional title master.) used in earlier versions of PowerPoint. Don’t like how it is seen on the screen? Change it to a different design theme. (Design tab > Themes > More button[image: ] > choose any style)
Animations and Transitions
On-screen instant play allows you to see the animation and transition results right away.  You can animate any object, including text by using the preset animation settings. (Animations tab > Animation > Animate)
Custom Animation features remain the same. 
Slide Show	
Start the show by choosing From Beginning or From Current Slide. (Slide Show tab > Start Slide Show)
Choose different screen resolution for different type of projector. Most projectors support a maximum resolution of 1024x768.  (Slide Show tab> Monitors > Resolution)
If you have multiple monitors, you can define which monitor to play the show. (Slide Show tab > Monitors > Show Presentation On)
You can show the full-screen slide show using Presenter View. That allows you to project the slide show on one monitor while viewing a speaker notes on another monitor.  This feature requires multiple monitors or a laptop with dual-display capabilities. (Slide Show tab > Monitors > check off “Use Presenter View”)
Protect Your Presentation
You can restrict how people access to your presentation.  Additional software is required to activate the feature. (Review tab > Protect > Protect Presentation)
Modifying Master Slides
You can change the design and layout of the master slide. (View tab > Presentation Views > choose the slide style that you want to modify)
Viewing Slides
You can add Ruler or Gridlines to the slide for aligning elements on the slide. (View tab > Show/Hide)
You can view the presentation in color, grayscale, or pure black and white. (View tab > Color/Grayscale)
Save Your Presentation
You can save your PPT file as a regular format (.pptx) or PowerPoint Show (.ppsx), previous versions, or PDF. 
Formatting Pictures
You get more control over how the picture is presented on screen. Right-click on an image > choose Format Picture > then modify your image using any one of the options. 
Picture Tools - A Hidden Menu
The Picture menu doesn’t exist until you select a picture.
1. Click the picture that you want to change the resolution (resolution: The fineness of detail in an image or text produced by a monitor or printer.) for. 
2. Under Picture Tools, on the Format tab, in the Adjust group, click Compress Pictures. 
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3. To change the resolution for the selected picture only and not all of the pictures in the document, select the Apply to selected pictures only check box. 
4. Click Options, and then under Target Output, click the resolution that you want. 
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
