iGoogle and RSS Feed
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In order to read a news feed, you will need a client software, an aggregator, to retrieve the syndicated Web content. Since most of us use Google frequently these days, using iGoogle or Google Reader makes it really simple.
Setting up a Google Account

1. Go to www.google.com and click on Sign in button. If you already have a Google account, sing in as usual. Otherwise create a new account by clicking on “Create an account now” link.

2. Use your campus email and password for the account username and password.

Customize the Google Homepage & Add Google Reader to the Homepage
1. Select a theme of your choice.

2. Close the gadgets that you don’t want.

3. Click “Add Stuff” link and then type “google reader” in the Search box.

4. Add the Google Reader gadget to the iGoogle homepage.

5. Add other stuff as needed.

6. Click “Back to Homepage” from the upper left side of the page when you are done.

7. Move the gadgets to different locations on the page by dragging on top of the gadget.

Add a New Tab

Create new tabs to accommodate more gadgets when the spaces are running out or to group similar gadgets together. 

Let’s add a tab to list useful UWFox links.

1. Add a new tab by clicking on Add a Tab > name the tab UWFox > click OK.

2. Click on “Look for new stuff” to add link > click “Tools” link from left panel > scroll down until you find the “Bookmarks” gadget > click “Add it Now”.
3. Go back to iGoogle homepage.
4. Enter the URL and give it a name. Click Add button. 
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5. Add PRISM, D2L and/or other links that are used by you frequently.

6. You can copy the URL and paste it onto the box to avoid making mistakes.

7. Click “Save” button when you are done.
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To remove a tab: mouse-over to the selected tab. When you see the “Click to rename or delete” box popped up. Click on the Delete button to remove the tab. 

Subscribe to a RSS Feed

1. If the Web site supports a RSS feed, you will see the [image: image2.bmp] or [image: image3.bmp] icon. 

2. Click the RSS Feed icon, and then the following page pops up.

3. Choose either “Add to Google Homepage” or “Add to Google Reader” to subscribe. I prefer to use “Add to Google Homepage”. 
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Subscribe to a Blog

If you want to subscribe to a blog powered by Blogger (Google), look for the link [image: image5.png]‘Subscribe to: Posts (Atomi



on the page. 

It will ask you what type of aggregator you want to use. Select Google and check off “Always use Google to subscribe to feeds”. Click “Subscribe Now” button. 
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Follow step #3 described in “Subscribe to a RSS Feed” to add the feed to your Google homepage.

Remove Subscriptions

From iGoogle homepage, just close the gadget that you don’t want anymore. From the Google Reader homepage, just click on the “Unsubscribe” button from the feed box.
Share a Gadget with Friends

1. Click on the drop-down arrow from a gadget > select “Send to a friend”.
2. Type your friend’s email address in to To box. Click on Send button.

3. Your friend can click the link from the email you sent. Then he/she can click on “Add to Google” to his/her iGoogle page.
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
